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Collection consists primarily of the personal correspondence of Charles S. Priestley (-1924), physician 
in Canton, Mississippi. Charles S. Priestley attended the University of Louisiana (now Tulane) and 
received his M.D. in 1878. The correspondence includes letters between Priestley and Rosa Knight 
during their courtship, letters to his wife during a trip to Colorado, condolences to the family after 
his death, and other letters from family and friends to Priestley.
